She earned her undergraduate degree with summa cum laude honors from Missouri State University under the guidance of Wei-Han Su and worked with Alan Chow while pursuing her Master’s degree at Northwestern University from which she graduated with program honors. Ong is currently a doctoral candidate at the University of Houston, working with acclaimed pedagogue, Nancy Weems. She has performed in master classes with renowned artists including Richard Goode, Philippe Entremont, Jean-Philippe Collard, Stephen Hough and Nelita True.  

An academic and music scholar, Ong has been awarded the Robert Casadesus Grant; the Presidential Graduate and Bienen School of Music Accompanying fellowships; the Winifred and Maurice Hirsch Memorial, Mehta Family Foundation, Betty Benson Memorial and Presser Foundation scholarships.  Last year, Ong took third place at the Music Teacher's National Association Young Artist Competition after winning the division and state competitions. She is a prize winner of the Tuesday Musical Club of San Antonio; the Ruth Burr and Thaviu-Isaak piano competitions; and the University of Houston, Jefferson Symphony Young Artist and Northwestern University concerto competitions.

In October 2005, Ong was invited to perform at the ‘Remembering Katrina and Rita: Restoring Hope’ fundraiser, organized by Missouri State University’s College of Arts and Letters. In May 2009, she was invited to perform at the Kennedy Center (Washington D.C.) in conjunction with the Conservatory Project—an ongoing showcase for our nation's exceptional young talent. Last summer, while in France for the Fontainebleau Music Festival, she was excited to have had the opportunity to perform at Parc de Bel Ebat, where Maurice Ravel's Piano Trio was premiered. Ong aims to learn the complete piano works of Ravel—one of her favorite composers—as part of her doctoral project.  
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
