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Violinist Siwoo Kim is a multifaceted artist active in solo, chamber and orchestral settings. Kim began playing violin at two, and has won many competitions and awards since. 


Kim took first prize at the Sejong Music and Columbus Symphony Young Musician competitions; was awarded the Elaine Louise Lagerstorm Violin Award at the WAMSO Young Artist Competition; and placed second at the Corpus Christi International Competition for Piano and Strings (2010), where he was awarded the Best Performance of Bach and Best Violin Performance prizes. He won last year’s Gold Medal at the Crescendo Music Awards and placed third at the California International Young Artist Competition. This year, Kim took first prize at the Hellam Young Artist Competition, and received scholarships from the National Federation of Music Clubs, the Korean-American Scholarship Foundation, the Rachel Barton-Pine Foundation and the NFAA Young ARTS Awards. 


He has had numerous concerto engagements with the Columbus and Westerville symphony orchestras and has appeared on the popular National Public Radio program From The Top. Next season, Kim will be a featured soloist with the Tulsa and Springfield symphony orchestras. 

As a full scholarship recipient, Kim is currently an undergraduate student at The Juilliard School where he studies privately under Robert Mann and Donald Weilerstein. Previously, he studied under Roland and Almita Vamos at the Music Institute of Chicago.
